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Code of Conduct
Player, Parent/Guardian, Spectator

PURPOSE
Shepparton Swans Football Netball Club, as an affiliate member of Netball Australia, seeks to provide a safe, fair and inclusive environment for everyone involved in netball.
To achieve this, Shepparton Swans Football Netball Club requires certain standards of behaviour of players, parents/guardians (of child participants) and spectators.
The Netball Australia, National Codes of Conduct http://vic.netball.com.au/wp-content/uploads/sites/5/2015/07/National-Codes-of-Behaviour_May-2015 are underpinned by the following core values:
· To act within the rules and spirit of netball
· To display respect and courtesy towards everyone involved in netball and prevent discrimination, bullying and sexual harassment.
· To prioritise the safety and well-being of children and young people involved in netball
· To encourage and support opportunities for participation in all aspects of netball.
These codes of conduct will ensure that all players, parents and spectators involved with the Shepparton Swans Football Netball Club have a clear understanding of the behaviours that are expected.  

PLAYERS are required to:
· Respect the rights, dignity and worth of fellow players, coaches, officials and spectators.
· Refrain from conduct which could be regarded as sexual harassment, discrimination, bullying or victimisation.  This includes cyberbullying via the use of technology to send or post inappropriate and hurtful e-mail messages, instant messages, text messages, phone messages, digital pictures or images, or web site postings, irrespective of whether the post or message could be viewed by the wider public; and be aware that where a crime has been committed, the member may be subject to a criminal investigation by Police over which Shepparton Swans Football Netball Club will have no control.
· Conduct yourself in a socially acceptable manner when away from the club, do not engage in drug use.  As a club member you are a custodian of the reputation of the Shepparton Swans Football Netball Club.
· Respect the talent, potential and development of fellow players and competitors.
· Participate fairly and safely.  Conduct yourself in a responsible manner relating to language, temper and punctuality.
· Be frank and honest with your coach concerning illness, injury and your ability to train and play fully.  Co-operate with coaches and staff in relation to programs that adequately prepare you for competition.
· Abide by the rule and respect the decision of the umpires.  Be courteous and use correct process when seeking a rule clarification.
· Be honest in your attitude and preparation to training.  Work equally hard for yourself and your team.
· Do not excessively engage in practices that have an impact on sporting performance (ie. use of alcohol and tobacco).
· Applaud all good play, by your own team and opponents.




PARENTS / GUARDIANS and SPECTATORS are required to:
· Encourage your child to participate but do not force them.
· Be a model of good sports behaviour for players to replicate.  When watching a game applaud / congratulate both teams on their performance regardless of the outcome.
· Never ridicule or abuse a player for making a mistake or losing a game.
· Respect the decision of the umpires.  Encourage players to play according to the rules and the official decisions, and develop your own knowledge of the rules.  If you disagree with an umpire or coach raise the issue through the appropriate channels rather than question their judgement and honesty in public.
· Refrain from conduct which could be regarded as sexual harassment, discrimination, bullying or victimisation.
· Be courteous in communication and do not use foul language, sledge or harass administrators, coaches, players, umpires or other spectators.  Teach your child to do the same.
· Condemn the use of violence in any form, be it by administrators, coaches, players, umpires or other spectators.

PHOTOGRAPHY / VIDEO FOOTAGE CONSENT
The Goulburn Valley Netball League and affiliated clubs may wish to record images of participants during competition for promotional, training/development and coaching purposes.  These images may be used in mediums including; publications and promotional material, broadcast, print and electronic media.
The Goulburn Valley Netball League and affiliated clubs agree not to use any photo or video footage in a manner that may be deemed adverse or defamatory to the person(s) involved and it will not use the photo or video footage for any commercial gain.  Any personal details regarding the photo or video footage will be kept confidential and will not be used for any other purpose.
During competition parents and family of players may wish to record images of their family members participating for personal use only.  Where possible such requests will be authorised and subject to certain conditions, noting that on public land this is not enforceable.

REPORTING A BREACH OF THE CODE OF CONDUCT
If any member has any concerns or becomes aware of a breach of the Code of Conduct please conduct a Captain, Coach or Committee Member of the Shepparton Swans Football Netball Club. 
The Committee has the authority to discuss any breaches of the Code of Conduct with the person/s involved and has the ability to form a tribunal that includes, but not limited to, the President, Vice-President, Secretary & Treasurer and request the person in breach of the Code of Conduct to attend a hearing. The person in breach has the right to bring a witness to the hearing.
The tribunal have the authority to decide whether a breach of the Code of Conduct has occurred and if applicable set a suitable penalty for the breach which may result in disciplinary action being taken, including suspension for a specified time and / or expulsion from the organisation.  The outcome, including penalty (if applicable), will be advised in writing to the member in breach within 5 days of the hearing
